Performance noles by the arranger: Through its seven verses, Johnny deseribes and accumulates all of the instruments he
can play. Simple choreography along with the accelerandos (1o as fast as possible) give this piece its trademark. The
conductor may select any number of imaginaiive ways to achieve this choreography. Members of the choir could be
responsible for animating their assigned instrument each ime it passes (the more unigue the animation, the better). When
riob invodved in the choreography, singers could inmecently clasp their hands at chest level 1o provide contrast. Another
possibility is to feature a “gifted™ solloist,
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
